Petitions and Communications — Payback Agreement dated January 12, 2009 between Coopersville
Area Public Schools and the City of Coopersville

Assistant City Manager Jonathan Seyferth explained to the Council that there were questions on the
wording in the agreement and how it was written which resulted in the change of the amounts that
were charged to the Developer and the change in the amounts of the payments that the City paid the
Coopersville Area Public Schools. The fees being charged to the Developer was broken down over all the
units in the development.

Motion by Council Member Mooney with second by Council Member Ward to approve the payment of
$46,410.52 to Coopersville Area Public Schools, by May 29, 2018, and to go back to charging the
Developer the fees as written in the payback agreement dated January 12, 2009, until the agreement is
completed in the year 2029. Motion carried unanimously. (2018-060)

Council Member Ward stated that we need to recover the difference in the payments, from the
Developer, of what was charged to them in fees and what should have been charged to them, per the
payback agreement. Council Member Ward stated that the City just put this on the backs of the
residents and we want our money back from the Developer. Council Member Ward stated further, the
City needs to consult heavily with our Legal Counsel on how we are going to recover our money.
